Governors are essential in providing the college with local knowledge; the experience of being the parent/guardian of a student; the experience of work and professional expertise; the experience of being a member of the local community or parish.

Your knowledge and experience will:

· Help to plan the future of Carmel College;

· Ensure we have the right policies in place;

· Help the college to continue to improve.

Carmel College is committed to equality of opportunity.  Governors are drawn from all walks of life - most are not education professionals and you do not have to be a practising Roman Catholic.

What is involved?  

· There are four Governing Body meetings during the year. These are held on a Tuesday evening at 7.00 pm; very occasionally there may be other meetings.

· Each Governor is also a member of one committee. There are four meetings throughout the year.  A Governor can choose one of the following: 

· Finance - Fridays 8.00 am; 

· Personnel & Quality Assurance - Tuesdays 5.30 pm; 

· Audit - Tuesdays 10.15 am.

· Meetings are held at the College in term time.

· There will be other opportunities for a governor to express his or her views and to be consulted about issues and events in the College.

Is there support?

All governors are given training to help them.  The College also employs a Clerk to the Governors who is available to give advice, explain matters and do whatever is needed to help governors meet their responsibilities.  There is no payment for being a Governor, but expenses, such as for travel costs or child minding, may be met if approved in advance.

How long is it for?

A Governor can choose to serve for up to 4 years.

· Visit the College, meet the Principal and the Clerk and talk through what being a Governor would mean;

· Attend a meeting of the Governing Body or one of the committees as an observer;

· Join one of the committees as a co-opted member.

What to do if you want to become a Governor:

· Your current job and career;

· Qualifications, if applicable;

· Whether you have, or have had, children who are going through, or have been through, the education system.
